Program Philosophy

There are special considerations which need to be kept in mind for 5, 6, and 7 year old boys and girls when developing a program for soccer learning. All boys and girls must be regarded as young children, not mini-adults because they are still young and self-oriented. They relate naturally to a friend or two and not large groups of six or more. Children at this age cannot sustain prolonged activity.  They function best in short activities, but do re-energize quickly so it is essential they are not standing around idle for very long. It is imperative to have frequent changes of pace and activities. These factors must always be kept in mind so all children, regardless of skill level, have fun playing soccer.  The most important aspect of the micro program is playing the game on smaller fields with fewer players (3-4 per team).  This guarantees success for each child!
